RE:  LOCAL LAW INTRODUCTORY “A” OF 2008 INCREASING THE ANNUAL COMPENSATION 
PAID TO THE SHERIFF OF ONEIDA COUNTY PURSUANT TO ARTICLE VI, SECTION 614 OF 
THE ONEIDA COUNTY CHARTER 
 
Legislative Intent:   It is the intent of the legislature to increase the annual compensation paid to the Oneida 
County Sheriff in order to set such compensation in relative parity to other county sheriffs serving statewide and 
to recognize the importance of a just compensation for the person holding the highest law enforcement position 
in Oneida County government. 
 
BE IT ENACTED by the Board of County Legislators of the County of Oneida, State of New York, as follows: 
 
That pursuant to Article VI, Section 614 of the Oneida County Charter, the Oneida County Board of Legislators 
shall increase the annual compensation paid to the Oneida County Sheriff, as set forth in the 2008 Annual 
Oneida County Budget, by the sum of twenty thousand dollars. 
 
That upon the effective date of this local law, the Oneida County Sheriff shall be paid the sum of eighty seven 
thousand six hundred and seventy four dollars along with any cost of living adjustment or other yearly 
increment allowed at the beginning of any year during the Sheriff’s term of office. 
 
This Local Law shall take effect forty five days after the date of its adoption hereof or otherwise in accordance 
with Section 24 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
