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Foreword

The Transportation Atlas was born, in concept, from the need to make the Long-Range Transportation
Plan (LRTP) 2020-2040 “Going Places” visible. The Transportation Atlas builds from Going Places

to graphically present the transportation system to the public. The purpose of this document is to

be a user-friendly resource for the historic, current, and build-out of the transportation network in
Herkimer and Oneida Counties. This Atlas becomes the living document of Going Places and is planned
to be updated the year after the adoption of the LRTP, based on the 5-year update cycle.

The Atlas provides a data-driven “snapshot” that assists HOCTC'’s planning efforts and those of our
regional planning partners. This document contains the most recent and available baseline transportation
and land use data about Herkimer and Oneida Counties. In general, this Atlas highlights data attributes
that will be important to all HOCTC’s planning efforts, including the LRTP, Unified Planning Work Program
(UPWP), and the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). In doing so, this document provides a valuable
and unique perspective on our region’s transportation landscape. Supplemented by land use, population,
employment, housing, and commuting data, the Atlas neatly depicts information about our roadways,
transit systems, bicycle network, pedestrian facilities, and freight movements. The Atlas also highlights

transportation’s relation to natural amenities, economic development, and emerging technologies.

The Atlas is to become a tool that vividly captures the two counties’ current planning and programming,
recognizes their historical evolution, and informs for the future development of the entire region. Ultimately,
it propels us to achieve our mission: to collaboratively plan, prioritize, and support the development

of diverse transportation options within the two-county planning area. It will also help our partners
effectively understand the historic development of the system and empower them to be a part of the

collaborative decision-making process, progressing the system and ensuring safety and resiliency.

The Herkimer-Oneida Counties
Transportation Council (HOCTC) is the
Metropolitan Planning Organization
(MPQO) responsible for transportation
planning in the two-county region’s
transportation system.

HOCTC engages in planning processes guided by the “Three

Cs” (Continuing, Cooperative, and Comprehensive), as outlined

in the enabling federal law. HOCTC serves the Herkimer

and Oneida Counties region through a broad set of ongoing
transportation planning activities. HOCTC is charged with
planning the region’s transportation system, with specific focus

on disbursing federal funding. HOCTC meets and goes beyond
baseline federal requirements by interacting with stakeholders

in various ways, both formal and informal, as well as routinely
engaging with the wider public in Herkimer and Oneida Counties.



Going Places is HOCTC’s Long-Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP). It lays out a
fresh vision for the region’s transportation
assets and services for the next 20
years, with a horizon year of 2040.

Going Places outlines a series of near-term in-depth studies
to be undertaken, addressing emerging issues such as:

* The unique challenges raised by the on-road presence
of Agricultural Vehicles in the HOCTC region

* How the region can best leverage the national trend
of rapid development in micromobility

* Strategies to harden the region’s infrastructure
against the effects of extreme weather

* How to best prepare the region’s infrastructure,
including communications networks, for the build-out
of Connected and Autonomous Cars.

Population centers in Herkimer and Oneida

counties are generally located along the Mohawk
River and Erie Canal. Populations in both counties
peaked during the 1970 decennial census at nearly
341,000. (The 2020 decennial census shows a
notable decrease in the population of Herkimer
County since 2010, while the population of Oneida
County has remained stable.) Note: the 2020 census
was conducted during the COVID-19 pandemic.

Poverty in both counties is decreasing, while
personal vehicle access is increasing.

Utica is a U.N. designated refugee resettlement city,
nicknamed “The City that Loves Refugees”. Oneida
County is home to sizable populations of foreign
born individuals and those with Limited English
Proficiency (LEP). The LEP population is decreasing,
despite a growing presence of minorities, suggesting
successful acculturation of immigrants to the area.

Complete Streets

A Complete Street is a roadway planned and designed to consider the
safe, convenient access and mobility of all roadway users of all ages and
abilities. This includes pedestrians, bicyclists, public transportation riders,
and motorists; it includes children, the elderly, and persons with disabilities.

Complete Street roadway design features include sidewalks, lane
striping, bicycle lanes, paved shoulders suitable for use by bicyclists,
signage, crosswalks, pedestrian control signals, bus pull-outs, curb
cuts, raised crosswalks, ramps and traffic calming measures.

Oneida County Main Street Program

The Oneida County Main Street Program was unveiled in July 2021.
The Main Street Program aims to improve safety, provide better
access to local businesses, allow people to move safely on foot,
accommodate bicyclists, support climate smart investments, provide
a sense of place and enhance communities. The program administers
funds for downtown revitalization and community investment.

Route 5S/Oriskany Street Project

Completed in 2021, this project was originally a safety project that
expanded to include active transportation and underground utility
infrastructure upgrades along a 0.8 mile route. It introduced a 0.5 mile
shared-use pedestrian/bike path in downtown Utica and integrated
separated cycle track in various locations. Ultimately, it has become a
signature project for Complete Streets retrofit projects for the region.

@ DID YOU KNOW? A complete street in a rural area will look quite different from a complete street in a dense, urban
area, but both are designed to balance safety and convenience for everyone using the road (not just cars).
